Thus
so, there is a particular important regarding the way we contact our members and the
general public on social media. As well as that, council recognises the importance of
bi-lingual subtitles on the videos that the union are publishing.

Council Believes: That the union should make use of a bilingual video-editing service
to make this process easier for the union. Also, council believes that there is a
particular importance with this with us wanting to preserve the language as a
community and working language as one.

Therefore Council Mandates:

That the union will start looking for a bilingual video-editing service immediately so as
the union can provide for the Irish and English language community together with
bilingual subtitles without delay on their publication. These bilingual subtitles will be
on any videos where subtitles are needed, excluding instant communication
platforms (such as snapchat or instagram stories). As well as that, council mandates
that the Irish subtitles be placed on top of the English so as we can put Irish “to the
fore/on top (Translation of chun cinn). This change will come in before the
approaching academic year at the latest.

Thus
so, council believes that there should be a space for Irish language speakers to come
together to speak about general Irish language affairs with one another in Irish.
Council Believes:

That the Irish language committee that was founded this year (2020/2021) should be
made a standing committee of the union in order to strengthen the voice of the Irish
language community within the union and the wider community.

Therefore Council Mandates:

The Oifigeach Gaeilge direct the Coiste Gaeilge to elect the executive committee of
the Coiste Gaeilge (the elected members) of the committee. Irish will be the language
of communication of this committee. The wider group (the ordinary members)
together once a month at least. The Oifigeach Gaeilge will be a standing member of
this committee. This committee will be under the direction of a chairperson elected by
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the members of the committee and the Oifigeach Gaeilge. The Terms of Reference
will act as the constitution of the committee that will be under the control of the
elected members. These will be agreed by the committee amongst themselves. Also,
council mandates that the full-time officers will meet with this committee at least once
a semester in order to discuss language activism and make the work of the
committee more central in the work of the union. Support and financial resources will
be made available to this committee from the Union as the need arises for it. This
motion will come into effect from the September 2021.

Publicly-Funded Education
Motion Proposed by: Conall Mc Callig

Council Notes:

The pressure, financial and otherwise, faced by students and staff in higher
education, which has been exacerbated in recent years by increases to the student
contribution, rental prices, and other costs related to higher education.

Council Also Notes:

The need for a higher education system which is free at the point of delivery for all
students, including international students, and is publicly funded through general
taxation.

Council Opposes:
The exploitation of labour in higher education, which includes the use of student

labour in unpaid course-related placements and internships, and the casualisation of
contracts for teaching staff.

Council Believes:
That health services and academic support services are of great importance to
students, which must be free at the point of delivery.

Therefore, Council Mandates:
1) The Executive team campaign for the following but not limited to:

* A higher education system that is fully publicly funded, and free at the point
of delivery for all students, including international students.
* Properly funded essential services for students such as healthcare and
counselling.
* An end to unpaid student placements and other forms of student labour
exploitation, and for student workers to be paid a living wage, including all
staff employed by the Students’ Union.
« College-level recognition of all teaching staff and teaching assistants as
workers, who should be offered permanent contracts and a living wage.

2) Which can be done by establishing a committee which will oversee and build this

campaign.

3) Membership Membership shall consist of:

Chair to be the full-time officer associated with the committee.

This role can be designated to a voted member of the committee.

Secretary picked at the first meeting.

At least 2 Irish speaking members.

No less than 7 members to make quorum.

No upper limit to membership.
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4) Members shall be appointed by application by the chair advertised to full student
body.

5) Duties -Develop a strategy to achieve the aims as outlined in part 1. -Engage and
mobilise students in all faculties.

6) Meetings Meetings to this committee shall take place at least 3 times per teaching
term officially starting for the academic year of 2021/22. The agenda of this
committee shall be compiled by the secretary or chair from submissions from the
members of the committee.

7) Review The Committee shall, on or before April 30th 2022, review its own
performance and its terms of reference and shall report its conclusions and
recommendations for the campaigns to Student Union Council.

Council Notes with Concern:
An increase in conspiracy theorism, far-right extremism and discrimination within
NUIG.

Council Believes:
The NUIGSU No Platform Policy is outdated, and omits several prominent Irish right-
wing extremist and discriminatory organisations.

Council Also Believes:
USI motion is too narrow and fails to address conspiracy theorism, far-right
extremism and discrimination sufficiently.

Council Recognises:
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That discrimination includes but is not limited to sexism, racism, homophobia,
transphobia, biphobia, ableism, xenophobia, Anti-Semitism, Islamophobia, casteism,
ethnic discrimination.

Therefore, Council Mandates:

The NUIG Student’s Union Executive to de-platform and challenge the rise of any
form of conspiracy theorism, far-right extremism or discrimination and to engage in
the rejection of this.

Council Also Mandates:

The NUIG Student’s Union to reject any form of conspiracy theorism, farright
extremism or discrimination and counter-protest in a situation where conspiracy
theorism, farright extremism or discrimination in any form arrives at any campus of
NUIG through peaceful means, where it is safe, as directed by the Executive and/or
Council’s direction.

Council Further Mandates:
To automatically oppose any invitation from members to speak at this university, of
the following organisations:
